More advanced students can be encouraged to make complete
sentences:

I see a huge tree and a tiny tree. There is a picture of a
handsome man and a pretty woman in a round frame. A man
moves a heavy box. A boy carries a light box.

Note: Descriptive adjectives are words that describe the size, shape,
color, quantity or other features of nouns. Nouns are words for a
person, place or thing. Descriptive adjectives usually go before
nouns, but when they are used with the verb To Be, the adjective
goes after the noun and To Be verb.

"Some” is generally used for positive
statements. The indefinite article “A’ is used for singular nouns or
adjective + noun clauses that begin with a consonant sound. The
indefinite article “An’ is used for singular nouns that begin with a
vowel sound or adjective + noun clauses that begin with a vowel
sound.

Can is used for abilities that a person currently has (*"He can play
the piano.”), while could is used for abilities a person had in the
past ("He could speak Chinese when he was a kid, but now he’s
forgotten it.”)

When making requests, could is considered more polite/formal than
can ("Could you help me with this?” vs. "Can you help me with
this?")
